The Canadian Job Market Report is published monthly by CareerAIM.com, Canadaôs leading 
aggregator of job market data. The report provides job market performance indexes based on the 
number of new job postings by Canadian employers. It presents a national summary that is then 
broken-down by province. Graphs illustrate the current job market conditions with the previous year 
shown as a reference. Separate graphs show year-over-year job market trends with seasonal variations 
removed. All graphs are 30 day rolling averages with 365 data points per year. 
 
The Canadian Job Market Report is a Leading Indicator looking at job advertisements. Job market data 
used in the report is captured daily, from thousands of independent Canadian sources, allowing us to 
provide a near real-time view of the Canadian job market conditions in fine detail. In contrast to this, 
trusted reports produced by Statistics Canada are Following Indicators because they look at landed 
jobs that lag the advertised employment market by at least two monthsïthis lag is the time between 
when jobs are first advertised and when new employees report actually being hired to survey 
administrators, plus data processing delays. The Canadian Job Market Report is therefore an important 
tool for analysts, journalists and policymakers considering current and future job market trends in 
Canada.

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Canadian Highlights 
The outlook for Canadian jobs improved significantly in February compared to one year ago. For the 
third consecutive month, the number of job advertisements was higher than in the previous year. 
Nationally, the number of new job noticesïan indicator of future hiring intentionsïwas up 20.0 percent 
compared to February 2009, or 34,000 more job postings. The February figures show a strengthening 
trend in year-over-year results that started December 2009 (3.4 percent) and continued through 
January 2010 (2.1 percent). December was the first month in over a year that the rate of job 
advertisements was higher than in the previous year. 

Most provinces showed improvement in the outlook for new jobs compared to February 2009. Ontario 
(40.6 percent) led followed by Manitoba (24.9 percent), Alberta (23.8 percent), Prince Edward Island 
(20.3 percent), Saskatchewan (16.8 percent), Quebec (12.1 percent) and New Brunswick (9.6 
percent). However, the rate of job postings remained below the February 2009 levels in British 
Columbia (-7.0 percent), Newfoundland and Labrador (-5.4 percent), and Nova Scotia (-2.7 percent).

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Between January and February 2010, the rate of job postings improved by 11.1 percent nationally 
with significant gains in all provinces except Newfoundland and Labrador (-0.9 percent). Prince 
Edward Island (25.0 percent) led followed by New Brunswick (22.7 percent), Nova Scotia (20.9 
percent), Albert (13.5 percent), Quebec (11.7 percent), Saskatchewan (11.2 percent), British 
Columbia (10.6 percent), Manitoba (9.2 percent) and Ontario (8.9 percent).

Alberta 

In Alberta the year-over-year rate of job postings improved very significantly in February and was in 
positive territory for the first time in over a year, 23.8 percent above February 2009. Last month the 
year-over-year rate was 6.7 percent below 2009. However, it should be noted that these 
improvements are in comparison to a year ago when the rate of job postings was declining sharply as 
recessionary pressures impacted the Alberta job market (see the charts on page 6 for details). In 
Alberta, the lowest point in the recession was in May 2009 when the year-over-year rate of job 
postings had fallen to 47.7 percent below the previous year. 
 
British Columbia 

The year-over-year rate of job postings improved a significant 11.5 percentage points, up from -18.5 
percent in January to -7.0 percent in February 2010. The year-over-year rate of job postings has been 
improving steadily since May 2009, when British Columbia saw the lowest point in the current 
recession, 51 percent below the May 2008 level. The month-over-month number of new jobs postings 
also improved significantly, up 10.6 percent, from 14,168 in January to 15,669 in February. 
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Manitoba 

The Manitoba year-over-year rate of job postings improved significantly in February to 24.9 percent 
above the 2009 level. In December the year-over-year rate was 2.5 percent below 2009. However, 
these improvements are in comparison to a year ago when the rate of job postings was declining 
sharply as recessionary pressures impacted the Manitoba job market (see the charts on page 8 for 
details). The lowest point (during the recession) in the year-over-year rate of job postings was in 
March 2009, 31.3 percent below the previous year.  
 
New Brunswick 

In February the year-over-year rate of job postings moved into positive territory, 9.6 percent above 
2009, a significant improvement from January when the rate was 21.8 percent below 2009. However, 
these figures are in comparison to a year ago when recessionary pressures were causing the rate of 
job postings to decline sharply in the New Brunswick job market (see the charts on page 9 for 
details). 

 
Newfoundland 

The Newfoundland year-over-year rate of job postings improved somewhat in February, up 3 
percentage points from -8.4 percent in January to -5.4 percent in February. However, Newfoundland 
was the only province with a decline in job postings between January and February 2010, down 0.9 
percent. 
 
Nova Scotia 

After declines in January, Nova Scotia saw significant gains in both the year-over-year and month-to-
month rate of job postings. February job postings were up 20.9 percent, from 3,061 in January to 
3,700 in February. The year-over-year rate of job postings improved significantly, 18.9 percentage 
points, from -21.6 percent in January to -2.7 percent in February. However, this was largely because 
the rate of job postings declined sharply in February 2009, as recessionary pressures strongly 
impacted the Nova Scotia job market (see the charts on page 11 for details). 
 
Ontario 

For the second month Ontario led with the strongest future job market of any Canadian province. The 
year-over-year rate of job postings soared to 40.6 percent above February 2009, from 17.9 percent in 
December. Ontario Job postings were up 8.9 percent between January and February, from 61,053 to 
66,458 respectively. However, the strong year-over-year results are in part because the rate of job 
postings had declined during the same period in 2009, as recessionary pressures strongly impacted 
the Ontario job market. See the charts on page 12 for details. 
 
Prince Edward 

In Prince Edward Island the year-over-year rate of job postings improved sharply in February, from  
-2.8 percent in January to 25.0 percent in February. The rate of job postings also improved 
significantly between January and February 2010, up 9.6 percent, from 616 to 741 respectively. See 
the charts on page 13 for details. 
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Quebec 

The year-over-year rate of job postings moved into positive territory in February, 12.1 percent above 
qa2009. In January the year-over-year rate was essential identical to 2009 (see the charts on page 
14 for details).  The rate of job postings also improved significantly between January and February 
2010, up 11.7 percent, from 62,398 to 69,668 respectively. 
 

Saskatchewan 

Saskatchewan job postings increased by 11.2 percent between January (6,949) and February 
(7,729). This was in top of a similar 12.7 percent increase last between December and January. of 
The year-over-year rate of job postings improved in February for the fourth consecutive month, up 
11.8 percentage points from -0.6 percent in January to 11.2 percent in February.
